We will start with
Descartes, who raised the initial concern, and continue to the philosophical views of
Locke, Malebranche, Spinoza, and Leibniz regarding the relation of mind and body
and its treatment by theorists of the early modern philosophy. However, we will then
expand to papers on contemporary philosophical theories that thoroughly examine the
same issue. We will deal specifically with physicalism and some special forms such
as the theory of Logical Behaviorism, the Identity of mind and brain theory, the
theory of functionalism, and the theory of Eliminating Materialism.
