The subject of the course is the examination of the philosophical question about
mind-body relation. The philosophical views of Descartes, from whom the original
problem was raised, will be critically presented, continuing however to the theoretical
views of the modern period in which the particular issue received the most important
interpretative approaches. In this context, we will examine the theory of behaviorism,
the theory of mind and brain identity, the theory of functionalism, the theory of
eliminative materialism, and also the theory of neural Darwinism. These theories are
physical approaches to the issue. Therefore, we will examine the problems of
intentionality, phenomenal consciousness, mental causality, and the connection of the
philosophical problem with the emergence of artificial intelligence.
